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Fostering and Adoption Services:

This is the first point of contact for people wanting to offer their services
as Foster Carers or Adoptive Parents to Redbridge children.

The service is able to provide information about fostering and adoption
in Redbridge, initially via leaflets and information evenings, and later
offering training and detailed assessments.

This service also arranges and supports foster placements and adoption
placements.

What we do:

u Recruitment,Training and Assessment of Foster Carers and Adopters.

u Post Adoption Counselling - for adults who were adopted as children.

u Accept notifications from Redbridge residents intending to apply to a
child not through an agency (non-agency adoption notifications -
usually step parent adoptions).

u Accept notifications from Redbridge residents intending to provide
private fostering placements.

u Training and Assessment of people who wish to adopt a child from
overseas (A charge is made for this service).

Standards:

When you first contact us:

uDispatch written information to you within 24 hours.

u Invite you to the next relevant information evening.

When you make an informed decision to apply to foster or
adopt:

uWe will invite you to pre-approval training.

u Provide a named Social Worker to undertake the assessment.

uComprehensive assessment to be completed and a decision made
within 6 months of formal application.
